Motion on IFLRY membership framework
Proposed by: Robert Landheer, Marijn de Pagter, Daniel George

The General Assembly of the International Federation of Liberal Youth, gathered in Istanbul on Friday 15 and Saturday 16 April 2016,
Noting that:
· the Vienna General Assembly of 2015 appointed a statutory working group, not only to restructure IFLRY’s internal bodies but also to reform the membership framework and membership fee statute;
· the statutory changes that have been proposed do not deal with restructuring IFLRY’s membership framework;
Considering that:
· The current available membership levels (Full, Candidate and Observer) do not have a clear rights distinction;
· Distinguishing between membership levels will create more opportunities and flexibility for liberal youth organisations around the world to join the worldwide network of young liberals;
· A clear distinction in membership rights will thus reinforce IFLRY by involving more liberal youth organisations and by generating more income;
· Unpaid Membership Fees have been accounting for almost €100.000 of the bad debts account;
· Several (former) full member organisations have struggled or are struggling with paying IFLRY’s membership fee;
· The full membership fees can be lowered if more organisations are involved in IFLRY and paying their membership fees;
Believes that a framework consisting of Full Membership, Associate Membership and Observer Membership, as laid out in Attachment 1, is the right way forward and should be worked out into a concrete statutory proposal;

Stresses that writing a concrete proposal for restructuring the membership fee statute requires solid knowledge on IFLRY’s finances;

Calls on the Bureau:
· to appoint a working group consisting of financially experienced (former) IFLRY officers;
· [bookmark: _GoBack]to entrust this working group with writing a statutory proposal for a new membership framework and a proposal for a new membership fee statute, to be published at least two (2) months before the next General Assembly.
